On behalf of the Executive Board of the International Council of Christians and 

Jews, I invite you to attend the 2017 ICCJ Annual General Meeting [AGM].

The Meeting will be held on Thursday, July 6, 9.00 – 13.00 hrs. at the Gustav 

Stresemann Institut, Bonn. 

This AGM will be a very important meeting because a new ICCJ Executive Board 

will be elected for a three-year term. 

Enclosed with this letter you will find the list of candidates for the 2017 ICCJ 

elections; short biographies, self-introductions, and pictures of the candidates 

will be circulated in a further mail. 

Each member organization may designate two representatives to attend the 

AGM, one of whom shall be entitled to vote on behalf of the organization. If no 

representative of your organization can attend the meeting, voting rights may 

be delegated by the board of the member organization to any other person 

who will attend the AGM in person. The announcement of delegates and/or 

proxy of an ICCJ member organization has to be specified in writing before the 

AGM by using the accompanying authorization form. 

As ICCJ functions under German law, we need to submit to the German 

authorities this signed document from each member organization taking part 

in the AGM. 

Please, fill in the name of your organization, the name(s) of your (two) 

representative(s) OR the name of the person you delegate to vote on behalf of 

your organization in case no representatives of your organization attend the 

AGM. No digital signatures are allowed. 

If you need any help in finding a proxy for your organization entitled to vote at 

the AGM you are welcome to get in touch with ICCJ’s General Secretary Anette 

Adelmann (adelmann@iccj.org). 
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Apart from the minutes of the ICCJ AGM 2016 held in Philadelphia that are 

attached to this invitation letter, the delegated representatives will receive 

further materials and documents in advance of the AGM in printed form in the 

AGM folder to be distributed in Bonn. 

Please find on the accompanying pages important information about the AGM, 

the agenda of this year’s AGM, the minutes of the AGM held in Philadelphia 

2016, the list of candidates running for the ICCJ Executive Board, and the 

authorization form for the delegates and/or proxies of your organization to be 

sent back to the ICCJ headquarters by June 23 at the latest. 

Finally, a note about an item on the agenda: at recent AGMs we experienced a 

rush toward the end of the meeting as member organizations were offering 

reports on their activities. We had considered moving that item to an earlier 

time in the program, but with the Executive Board elections this year that 

didn’t seem workable. We’d therefore as an experiment ask all member 

organizations who might wish to give a report to do so verbally in four minutes 

or to feel free to submit a short written report to ICCJ’s General Secretary 

Anette Adelmann (adelmann@iccj.org) to be included into the AGM folder. In 

any case, please let her know, also by June 23, if your organization would like to 

offer a report.

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Appendix: Important Information re the AGM Procedures 
 

1. Every member may request in writing additions to the agenda no later than two weeks prior to the 

General Meeting. Requests for additions to the agenda submitted later or during the General Meeting can only be 

admitted if agreed by a 2/3 majority of the General Meeting. 

 

2. Every member organization may designate two representatives to attend the meetings, one of whom 

shall be entitled to vote on behalf of his/her organization. 

 

3. A document, signed by the board of an ICCJ member organization, has to be submitted before the AGM 

stating the name of the organization, the names of the two delegates or the name of the deputy designated to 

vote on behalf of the member organization. 

 

4. The General Meeting will have a decision making quorum if at least one third of the membership is 

present or represented. Decisions will be taken by a simple majority of the votes cast. Abstentions will not be 

counted. In case of changes of the organization’s aims and purposes or the dissolution of the organization at least 

half of the membership must be present or represented. Delegation of voting right must be submitted in writing. 

 

 

 

Appendix: Explanations “Election Procedure” 
 

General Meetings of the ICCJ (Constitution, Article 4) 

Members of the Board are to be elected as follows: 

a) the President individually 

b) the Treasurer individually 

c) the other five members of the Board jointly. From among those the Jewish and the Christian candidate 

who will receive most of the votes will be elected as first and second Vice-President. The number of 

votes received by each candidate will determine who is the first and who the second Vice-President. 

This means there will always be one Jewish and one Christian Vice-President. 

Regarding the individual election of President and Treasurer, the candidate receiving more than half of the votes 

cast will be elected. If this number of votes has not been reached, there will be a second round of election 

between the two candidates who received most of the votes. In case of a tie the person chairing the meeting will 

cast the deciding additional vote. 

 

By-Laws for the Composition of the Executive Board (Article 5) 

1. Candidates for the Executive Board shall be nominated by at least one member organisation of the ICCJ.  

2. Prior to its election the Executive Board has to inform the member organisations of the date of the 

elections and their right to nominate candidates. At least one month prior to the elections member 

organisations have to present their proposals for candidates to the Secretary General. 

3. In the interest of a balanced composition of the Executive Board the Executive Board may nominate 

additional candidates provided that at least one member organisation seconds this nomination. The 

Executive Board shall appropriately take into account religious affiliation, geographical origin, gender, age 

and expertise of the candidates.  

4. Member organisations shall have the right to nominate additional candidates after the Executive Board’s 

list has been finalized.  

5. The members of the Executive Board shall be elected in their personal capacity (ad personam). They are 

not bound by any instructions of member organisations.  

6. The Executive Board will if necessary assign particular functions to its members.

6. Treasurer’s Report: Aďi Pituŵ 

ICCJ Tƌeasuƌeƌ Dƌ Aďi Pituŵ pƌeseŶted his ƌepoƌt, statiŶg that the past Ǉeaƌ ǁas ƌeasoŶaďlǇ fiŶaŶĐiallǇ 
staďle foƌ the ICCJ, ďut that it is haƌd to foƌesee the futuƌe fiŶaŶĐial status of the oƌgaŶizatioŶ. The ICCJ is 
depeŶdeŶt oŶ suďsidies ;ϵϲ% of the ICCJ's ďudgetͿ aŶd ŵeŵďeƌship fees ;ϰ% of  the ICCJ's ďudgetͿ. He 
asked the AGM to ƌeŵiŶd theiƌ ŵeŵďeƌ oƌgaŶizatioŶs aďout paǇiŶg theiƌ ŵeŵďeƌship fees to the ICCJ 
foƌ ϮϬϭϲ. He gaǀe aŶ aĐĐouŶt of the ďudget, statiŶg that the Philadelphia ĐoŶfeƌeŶĐe did Ŷot ƌeĐeiǀe 
suďstaŶtial loĐal fuŶdiŶg. OŶ the otheƌ haŶd, the ICCJ ƌeĐeiǀed ŵaŶǇ fƌee iŶ kiŶd seƌǀiĐes fƌoŵ “aiŶt 
Joseph’s UŶiǀeƌsitǇ, ǁhiĐh pƌoduĐed satisfaĐtoƌǇ figuƌes foƌ the ϮϬϭϲ ĐoŶfeƌeŶĐe.  

Aďi Pituŵ ƌepoƌted that ϰϬ% of the ICCJ fuŶds aƌe used toǁaƌds salaƌies, aŶd that ϵϬ% of the fuŶdiŶg 
Đoŵes fƌoŵ GeƌŵaŶ souƌĐes. This ŵakes the ICCJ heaǀilǇ depeŶdeŶt oŶ the se souƌĐes. The ICCJ should 
tƌǇ to iŶĐƌease its Đapital so that theƌe aƌe gƌeateƌ saǀiŶgs, should a ĐhaŶge iŶ futuƌe fuŶdiŶg aƌise.  

- Auditors report ϮϬϭϱ aŶd eǆoŶeratioŶ of the Board: 
The audit fƌoŵ PƌiĐe Wateƌhouse ǁas appƌoǀed uŶaŶiŵouslǇ.  
A ŵotioŶ to disĐhaƌge the ICCJ EǆeĐutiǀe Boaƌd foƌ ϮϬϭϱ - pƌoposed ďǇ Aďi Pituŵ, seĐoŶded ďǇ Dƌ 
MiĐhael TƌaiŶoƌ - ǁas appƌoǀed uŶaŶiŵouslǇ. 

- Budget ϮϬϭϲ/ϮϬϭϳ: 
The dƌafted ďudget ǁas uŶaŶiŵouslǇ appƌoǀed. The fiŶal ďudget is to ďe deĐided ďǇ the EǆeĐutiǀe Boaƌd 
of the ICCJ at theiƌ Ŷeǆt ďoaƌd ŵeetiŶg. 

- Auditors ϮϬϭϲ 

All ǁeƌe iŶ faǀoƌ of PƌiĐe Wateƌhouse ĐoŶtiŶuiŶg as auditoƌs foƌ the ĐoŵiŶg Ǉeaƌ. Aďi Pituŵ eǆpƌessed his 
thaŶks to PWC, ǁhiĐh does ouƌ audits at a ǀeƌǇ ŵodest Đost, aŶd to AŶette AdelŵaŶŶ aŶd heƌ staff iŶ 
HeppeŶheiŵ, ǁho ŵake the ǁoƌk of ouƌ oƌgaŶizatioŶ possiďle.  

Philip A. CuŶŶiŶghaŵ thaŶked the Tƌeasuƌeƌ foƌ all his haƌd ǁoƌk oŶ the ICCJ fiŶaŶĐes.  

The Tƌeasuƌeƌ’s ƌepoƌt ǁas uŶaŶiŵouslǇ appƌoǀed ďǇ the AGM.

ĐoŶfeƌeŶĐe staƌted oŶ the daǇ of the AGM aŶd ǁas theŵed ͞Religious IdeŶtitǇ iŶ a Multifaith “oĐietǇ .͟ 
IŶitiallǇ theƌe ǁeƌe appƌoǆiŵatelǇ a dozeŶ ƌegisteƌed paƌtiĐipaŶts, although soŵe haǀe opted out last 
ŵiŶute. The YLC eǆpƌessed eŶthusiasŵ foƌ the ĐoŶfeƌeŶĐe aŶd added that soŵe of the paƌtiĐipaŶts haǀe 
takeŶ paƌt iŶ the ICCJ ĐoŶfeƌeŶĐe as ǁell. “Đholaƌships ǁeƌe pƌoǀided ďǇ the CCJR aŶd the GeƌŵaŶ 
ŵeŵďeƌ oƌgaŶizatioŶ, aŶd PƌesideŶt CuŶŶiŶghaŵ thaŶked the CCJR aŶd the GeƌŵaŶ CCJ foƌ theiƌ 
geŶeƌositǇ iŶ this ƌegaƌd. The FƌieŶds aŶd “poŶsoƌs of the MaƌtiŶ Buďeƌ House spoŶsoƌed Taŵaƌa Ihle 
fƌoŵ UƌuguaǇ; “oŶia KiƌĐhheiŵeƌ thaŶked the FƌieŶds aŶd “poŶsoƌs of the MaƌtiŶ Buďeƌ House foƌ 
giǀiŶg Taŵaƌa Ihle the oppoƌtuŶitǇ to paƌtiĐipate iŶ the ICCJ aŶd YLC ĐoŶfeƌeŶĐes.

“he also eŶĐouƌaged the YLC to iŶfoƌŵ all ICCJ ŵeŵďeƌ oƌgaŶizatioŶs aďout theiƌ ĐoŶfeƌeŶĐe plaŶs, aŶd 
to ŵake suƌe this iŶfoƌŵatioŶ is ŵade aǀailaďle to the FƌieŶds aŶd “poŶsoƌs of the MaƌtiŶ Buďeƌ House. 
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The YLC ƌepoƌt ǁas uŶaŶiŵouslǇ appƌoǀed ďǇ the AGM.

The Co-Chaiƌs of the IAF, Raďďi Ehud BaŶdel aŶd Dƌ Mustafa Baig pƌeseŶted the ƌepoƌt suďŵitted ďǇ 
Mustafa Baig. The IAF did Ŷot aƌƌaŶge a sepaƌate ĐoŶfeƌeŶĐe iŶ Philadelphia, optiŶg foƌ a tƌaĐk ǁithiŶ the 
ICCJ pƌogƌaŵ, ǁhiĐh ǁas suĐĐessful aŶd attƌaĐted delegates fƌoŵ ǀaƌious ĐouŶtƌies. Mustafa Baig added 
that the ƌespoŶse fƌoŵ the paƌtiĐipaŶts has ďeeŶ positiǀe. The IAF ǁill atteŵpt to aƌƌaŶge a sepaƌate 
ĐoŶfeƌeŶĐe iŶ GeƌŵaŶǇ ϮϬϭϳ. TheǇ hope to attƌaĐt as ŵaŶǇ as ϱϬ paƌtiĐipaŶts.  

Liz Haƌƌis ŵeŶtioŶed the IAF eǀeŶt held iŶ MaŶĐhesteƌ iŶ DeĐeŵďeƌ ϮϬϭϱ, oƌgaŶized iŶ ĐoopeƌatioŶ ǁith 
the CCJ-UK aŶd its loĐal ďƌaŶĐh iŶ MaŶĐhesteƌ, aŶd added that siŵilaƌ iŶteƌƌeligious eǀeŶts aƌe plaŶŶed 
ďǇ the CCJ-UK foƌ Leeds aŶd LoŶdoŶ. Ehud BaŶdel iŶfoƌŵed the ŵeetiŶg that a ƌepoƌt fƌoŵ the 
MaŶĐhesteƌ eǀeŶt ǁas pƌeseŶted to the ICCJ EǆeĐutiǀe Boaƌd at its ŵeetiŶg iŶ HeppeŶheiŵ iŶ FeďƌuaƌǇ 
aŶd ǁas puďlished oŶ the ICCJ ǁeďsite.

Editoƌs of 
the ďook aƌe Phil CuŶŶiŶghaŵ, Ruth LaŶgeƌ aŶd Jespeƌ “ǀaƌtǀik. A fouƌth ĐoŶsultatioŶ ǁas held iŶ 
Jeƌusaleŵ iŶ August of ϮϬϭϱ, hosted ďǇ the “ǁedish TheologiĐal IŶstitute. Dƌafted essaǇs aƌe due iŶ

“oŶia KiƌĐhheiŵeƌ suggested that the ICCJ issue a pƌess ƌelease suďseƋueŶt to eaĐh ĐoŶfeƌeŶĐe, ŵakiŶg 
a shoƌt stateŵeŶt oŶ ouƌ ĐoŶĐlusioŶs.

Deďďie WeissŵaŶ suggested that a pƌess ƌelease ďe pƌepaƌed ďefoƌehaŶd aŶd aŵeŶded if ŶeĐessaƌǇ 
duƌiŶg the Đouƌse of the ĐoŶfeƌeŶĐe. 
 

JohŶ Paǁlikoǁski ǀoiĐed a ĐoŶĐeƌŶ aďout the pƌogƌaŵ of the ĐoŶfeƌeŶĐes ďeiŶg puďlished Ƌuite late, aŶd 
asked if a dƌaft ĐaŶ ďe seŶt out eaƌlieƌ, alloǁiŶg paƌtiĐipaŶts to plaŶ aŶd ďudget theiƌ paƌtiĐipatioŶ. This 
of Đouƌse depeŶds oŶ the ƌesouƌĐes aŶd loĐalitǇ of the plaŶŶed ĐoŶfeƌeŶĐe.

The theŵe ǁill ďe ͞ RefoƌŵiŶg, ReƌeadiŶg, ReŶeǁiŶg: MaƌtiŶ Lutheƌ 
aŶd a LegaĐǇ of ϱϬϬ Yeaƌs ,͟ the suďtitle ďeiŶg ŵodified iŶ the Đouƌse of the plaŶŶiŶg aŶd pƌogƌaŵŵiŶg. 
The ĐoŶfeƌeŶĐe is sĐheduled foƌ “uŶdaǇ, JulǇ ϮŶd – WedŶesdaǇ, JulǇ ϱth aŶd the AGM ǁill take plaĐe oŶ

The pƌoposal sigŶed ďǇ ICCJ ŵeŵďeƌ oƌgaŶizatioŶs iŶ “paiŶ, AƌgeŶtiŶa, Chile, Costa RiĐa, Peƌu aŶd 
UƌuguaǇ has ďeeŶ disĐussed eǆteŶsiǀelǇ ďǇ the ICCJ EǆeĐutiǀe Boaƌd duƌiŶg theiƌ iŶteƌŶal ŵeetiŶg ďefoƌe 
the ĐoŶfeƌeŶĐe aŶd the deĐisioŶ has ďeeŶ ŵade to appoiŶt a speĐial "LaŶguage Coŵŵittee" that ǁill 
ƌepoƌt ďaĐk to the AGM iŶ ϮϬϭϳ. 

The AGM uŶaŶiŵouslǇ appƌoǀed the deĐisioŶ of the ICCJ EǆeĐutiǀe Boaƌd.

Aetate juďilee aŶd ďƌidge-ďuildiŶg eǀeŶts iŶǀolǀiŶg tƌilateƌal dialogue ďetǁeeŶ Jeǁs, ChƌistiaŶs aŶd 
Musliŵs. “iŵilaƌ eǀeŶts haǀe also ďeeŶ aƌƌaŶged iŶ the MoŶtƌeal aƌea. A Ŷeǁ ǁeďsite is ďeiŶg plaŶŶed 
to iŶĐƌease aŶd optiŵize ĐoŵŵuŶiĐatioŶ. A sĐholaƌlǇ ĐoŶfeƌeŶĐe ǁill ďe sĐheduled iŶ the ĐoŵiŶg Ǉeaƌ.
